 Degree/ Higher Apprenticeships
These are a new type of programme offered by some universities. Students can achieve a foundation degree (HNC/HND), full bachelor's or master's degree as part of their apprenticeship.
These programmes are being developed by employers, universities, and professional bodies working in partnership.
They combine working with studying part-time at a university or FE College. Apprentices are employed throughout the programme and spend part of their time at university/College and the rest with their employer. This can be on a day-to-day basis or in blocks of time, depending on the programme and requirements of the employer. They employer usually pays university/College fees as well as paying the apprentice.
They can take between three to six years to complete.

You can leave school on the last Friday in June if you’ll be 16 by the end of the summer holidays.
You must then do one of the following until you’re 18:
· stay in full-time education, for example at a college or school
· start an apprenticeship or traineeship
· spend 20 hours or more a week working or volunteering, while in part-time education or training

A Levels
Advanced level qualifications (known as A levels) are subject-based qualifications that can lead to university, further study, training, or work. You can normally study three or more A levels over two years. They’re usually assessed by a series of examinations.

Apprenticeships
We always suggest that students seeking an apprenticeship apply to colleges and state on their application that they are looking for an apprenticeship too. All local colleges have apprenticeship teams, who can support students through the process.
If an apprenticeship is not immediately available, they have the opportunity to take a course and gain a qualification whilst waiting for vacancies.

If a parent/relative/friend wishes to employ their child as an apprentice within their company, please provide A Jukes with company name, address and contact details and she will ask college apprenticeship teams to contact to discuss arrangements. Alternatively, the college links are below. 
Students have free education until 19, therefore a college course/ qualification followed by an apprenticeship may be, in some cases, more beneficial. Some larger companies may have their own established routes for training – seek advice from the employer.

Traineeships
A traineeship is a skills development programme ,for 16-24 year olds, that includes a work placement. It can last from 6 weeks up to 1 year, though most traineeships last for less than 6 months.

Vocational Courses
Vocational courses are designed to help you learn in a practical way about a specific job area. They can help you get the skills you need to start a job, progress in a career or go on to higher education.

  T-Levels
T Levels are new courses which follow GCSEs and are equivalent to 3 A levels. These 2-year courses have been developed in collaboration with employers and businesses so that the content meets the needs of industry and prepares students for work, further training or study. They offer a mixture of classroom learning and ‘on-the-job’ experience during an industry placement of at least 315 hours (approximately 45 days).
